Whether a committee member is serving a 2-year or 4-year term, the committee member cannot
serve more than eight continuous years on the committee in a voting role. After the term limit,
an individual can take a non-voting or emeritus role for the period equivalent to the committee
term and then may be put forward as a nominee for a voting role.
